This item entails adoption of an Ordinance to amend Chapter 6 “Minimum Wage Ordinance” 
of the City of Hayward Municipal Code delaying the implementation date of the ordinance to 
January 1, 2021, and adjusting the date of the yearly increases from July 1 to January 1, in 
response to significant impacts to businesses caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.
