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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

Farallon Consulting, L.L.C. (Farallon) has prepared this updated Phase II Environmental Site 
Assessment (Phase II ESA) Report for CenterPoint 1571 Industrial LLC (CenterPoint) to present 
the results from the subsurface investigation conducted at the property at 1571, 1581, and 1593 
Industrial Parkway West in Hayward, California (herein referred to as the Site) (Figure 1). The 
Phase II ESA was conducted to assess for the potential presence of selected constituents of concern 
(COCs) from potential historical releases at the Site, summarized in the Phase I Environmental 
Site Assessment Report, 1571, 1581, and 1593 Industrial Parkway West, Hayward, California 
dated August 30, 2021 prepared by Farallon (2021b) (2021 Phase I Report). The scope of work for 
the subsurface investigation work was detailed in the letter regarding Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment Preliminary Findings and Recommendations, 1571, 1581, and 1591 Industrial 
Parkway West, Hayward, California dated August 19, 2021 from Scott Allin of Farallon (2021a) 
to Ashley Piatek of CenterPoint, the email regarding 1581 Industrial Parkway – Supplemental 
Testing dated September 13, 2021 from Scott Allin of Farallon (2021c) to Ashley Piatek of 
CenterPoint, and the letter regarding Proposed Scope of Work for Additional Investigation, 1571, 
1581, and 1593 Industrial Parkway West, Hayward, California dated September 24, 2021 from 
Scott Allin of Farallon (2021d) to Ashley Piatek of CenterPoint.  

This Phase II ESA Report has been organized into the following sections: 

• Section 2, Site Background, summarizes pertinent background information regarding the 
Site. 

• Section 3, Physical Setting, provides the topography, geology, and hydrogeology of the 
Site.  

• Section 4, Subsurface Investigation, provides a description of the scope of work 
conducted as part of the subsurface investigation, and presents a summary of the soil, 
groundwater, and soil gas analytical results.

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2.0 SITE BACKGROUND 

The Site consists of Alameda County Parcel No. 464-100-31, which totals 4.09 acres of land 
developed with three slab-on-grade metal industrial buildings and several covered storage areas. 
The southeastern portion of the Site is developed with an approximately 17,200-square-foot 
industrial building with the address 1571 Industrial Parkway West (1571 Building). The 
northwestern portion of the Site is developed with an approximately 18,000-square-foot industrial 
building with the address 1581 Industrial Parkway West (1581 Building). Several metal canopies 
are present south of the 1581 Building. The southwestern portion of the Site is developed with an 
approximately 11,800-square-foot industrial building with the address 1593 Industrial Parkway 
West (1593 Building). Site improvements were completed primarily in the early 1970s, with 
additions in the 1980s. Remaining portions of the Site consist primarily of asphalt- and concrete-
paved surfaces used for automobile parking and equipment storage. Some areas with unpaved 
surfaces were observed during the site reconnaissance conducted by Farallon as part of the August 
2021 Phase I ESA. Access to the majority of the Site is gained from Industrial Parkway West, 
south of the Site; access to the northern portion of the 1571 Building is gained from the east-
adjacent property.  

At the time of Farallon's site reconnaissance, the Site was occupied by 10 tenants; primarily 
automotive repair and service companies. The majority of the tenants used automotive repair and 
maintenance chemicals and generated automotive chemical wastes. Poor housekeeping practices 
were observed in a number of the tenant spaces, particularly the AMPM Tire & Service-occupied 
tenant space in the northern portion of the 1571 Building. An oil-water separator was observed in 
use in the southern portion of the 1571 Building. Historically, the Site has been used for automotive 
repair and other industrial purposes since the early 1970s, which predates regulatory oversight of 
hazardous material use. A site plan depicting the current Site features and tenants is provided on 
Figure 2. 

According to the 2021 Phase I ESA Report, the east-adjacent property has been occupied by an 
automotive fueling station since 1960. Historical releases of gasoline and diesel fuel related to nine 
underground storage tanks (USTs) that were removed between 1998 and 1999 have been identified 
during investigations. The nine USTs contained gasoline, diesel fuel, kerosene, Stoddard solvent, 
and waste oil. During removal, extensive free-floating petroleum product was generally 
encountered on the surface of groundwater beneath the USTs, and overexcavation of soil was 
performed. Also, during UST removal, free-product-recovery trenches were installed on the east-
adjacent property, apparently as a remedial measure; Farallon was unable to locate reports 
documenting product-removal actions. Up to nine groundwater monitoring wells were installed in 
2002 to monitor groundwater quality over time. Numerous requests for low-threat closure have 
been refused by regulators, and several additional investigations have been performed with 
additional testing on the east-adjacent property pending.

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A 1,000-gallon waste-oil UST associated with the east-adjacent property, referred to as Tank 6, 
was present on the Site. Total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel-range organics were detected at a 
concentration of 1,300 milligrams per kilogram in a soil sample collected during removal of Tank 
6. Soil samples were not analyzed for all COCs typically associated with waste oil such as volatile 
organic compounds (VOCs) and metals. According to documents reviewed in the California State 
Water Resources Control Board GeoTracker database (GeoTracker database), impacted soil 
proximate to Tank 6 could not be removed due to concerns about the integrity of the 1571 Building 
foundation. Groundwater was not encountered in the Tank 6 excavation; no groundwater sampling 
proximate to or down-gradient of the UST was identified in the regulatory record.  

The 2021 Phase I Report identified the following recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the Site: 

• The historical use of the Site for automotive repair and other industrial purposes dating 
back to the early 1970s, which predates regulatory oversight of hazardous material use; 

• Poor housekeeping practices observed within the AMPM Tire & Service occupied tenant 
space; 

• An aged clarifier in the southeastern interior of the 1571 Building; and 

• Petroleum releases associated with the east-adjacent property and Tank 6 on the Site

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3.0 PHYSICAL SETTING 

The topography, geology, and hydrogeology of the Site are described in this section. 

3.1 TOPOGRAPHY 

As part of the 2021 Phase I ESA, Farallon reviewed the U.S. Geological Survey topographic map 
for Hayward, California dated 2015. The map depicts the Site at an elevation of approximately 
14 feet above mean sea level. Site topography is relatively flat. Regional topography is generally 
flat, with a slight slope down to the south-southwest toward San Francisco Bay 

3.2 GEOLOGY AND HYDROGEOLOGY 

The geology in Hayward, California is dominated by the effects of the active Hayward fault, which 
extends from Berkeley to south of Fremont. Areas west of the fault have been lowered to at least 
1,000 feet below sea level; areas east of the fault have been uplifted to produce the Diablo Range. 
The area west of the fault zone consists of three coalescing alluvial fans known as the San Lorenzo 
Cone, which extend from Oakland to Fremont. The geology at the Site consists of Quaternary 
unconsolidated alluvial sediments. The upper 400 feet consists predominantly of blue or yellow 
silts and clays with variable amounts of sand and gravel. 

According to the 2021 Phase I Report, soil in the Site area consists of Clear Lake clay, which is 
characterized as having a high runoff potential when saturated, and water movement is restricted 
or very restricted. 

According to records for the east-adjacent property at 1565 Industrial Parkway West accessed in 
the GeoTracker database, first-encountered groundwater occurs at a depth of approximately 15 
feet below ground surface (bgs), and static groundwater in the monitoring wells was measured at 
depths of approximately 8 to 13 feet bgs. Based on topography, groundwater flow proximate to 
the Site is expected to be generally to the south-southwest, toward San Francisco Bay. However, 
according to GeoTracker database records for the east-adjacent property at 1565 Industrial 
Parkway West, groundwater flow has varied from west to northeast.

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4.0 SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION 

This section presents the scope of work for the subsurface investigation conducted at the Site, and 
summarizes the analytical results from the soil, groundwater, and soil gas sampling. 

4.1 SCOPE OF WORK 

The objective for the Phase II ESA was to investigate the recognized environmental conditions 
identified in the 2021 Phase I Report to the extent practical under environmental due diligence 
limitations. The following potential environmental concerns, objectives in Table 1, were 
investigated during the Phase II ESA: 

1. Adjacent Property Releases: The Golden Gate Petroleum facility at 1565 Industrial 
Parkway West, east-adjacent to the Site, is an open leaking underground storage tank 
(LUST) case. Gasoline, diesel fuel, Stoddard solvent, and kerosene USTs were removed 
from the Golden Gate Petroleum facility in 1998. Free-product and impacted soil and 
groundwater were observed at the time of the UST removals. No information regarding 
remedial actions conducted was located in the regulatory record. It is Farallon’s opinion 
that the potential for impact to soil gas and groundwater beneath the Site has not been 
adequately evaluated to current industry standards.  

2. Former Waste-Oil UST: A waste-oil UST associated with the Golden Gate Petroleum 
facility at 1565 Industrial Parkway West, east-adjacent to the Site, formerly was present on 
the eastern portion of the Site currently occupied by AMPM Tire & Service in the 1571 
Building (Figure 2). Heavy staining of soil and gravel near the waste-oil UST was noted 
during an inspection of the 1565 Industrial Parkway West facility by Alameda County 
Environmental Health in 1994. During removal of the waste-oil UST in 1998, petroleum-
impacted soil was encountered. Overexcavation of impacted soil could not be performed 
due to concerns about the building foundation. Documentation of further investigation into 
the magnitude of the release from the waste-oil UST was not located in the files reviewed.  

3. Historical Industrial Site Use: The Site is improved with three buildings that historically 
have been used for light industrial purposes such as automotive service and repair. An aged 
oil-water separator exists in the southeastern interior of the 1571 Building. Based on 
available records, the buildings have been used for similar purposes since 1971, which 
predates regulatory oversight of hazardous material use. This unregulated use of hazardous 
materials and petroleum products on the Site may have resulted in releases to the 
environment. 

4. Staining and Poor Housekeeping: Stained soil and pavement and poor housekeeping 
practices were observed at multiple locations at the Site. Because of the Site use for 
industrial purposes, particularly automotive maintenance, and the history of hazardous 
material and petroleum product storage on the Site, the staining and poor housekeeping 
practices may have resulted in releases to the environment.

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5. Paint Booths: Spray-paint booths were observed in three locations at the Site. Two of the 
spray-paint booths at D & A Bumpers and Manada Roofing reflected improvised 
construction without adequate containment. The use of industrial hazardous materials and 
the lack of proper material management may have resulted in releases to the environment. 

6. Polyvinyl Chloride Drains and Sumps: Two open polyvinyl chloride (PVC) drains were 
present in the outdoor general contractor storage area associated with Manada Roofing. 
One was connected to a sewage sump and pump and appeared to be used for sewage 
discharge from a nearby mobile trailer home. The other PVC drain was in an improvised 
spray-paint booth and exited the western portion of the Site; the discharge point could not 
be located. The potential exists for hazardous materials to have been discharged to these 
drains, and the drains may not be connected to the sanitary sewer. 

Table 1 presents the sampling and analysis plan for the Phase II ESA, including: the objectives for 
each boring; sample matrices; sample depths; and laboratory analyses and methodologies. Samples 
collected during the Phase II ESA were analyzed by McCampbell Analytical, Inc. of Pittsburg, 
California. 

The Phase II ESA was conducted in phases on August 30 and 31; September 17; and October 12, 
13, and 15, 2021. The following sections describe the scope of work for the subsurface 
investigation, including preparing a Health and Safety Plan (HASP), obtaining a required permit, 
and clearing underground utilities, all of which were conducted before field work began. 
Advancing borings; installing soil gas probes and temporary monitoring wells; and sampling soil, 
soil gas, and groundwater at the Site also are discussed. 

4.1.1 Health and Safety Plan Preparation 
A HASP was required under Section 3202 of Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations (8 CCR 
3202) for the field activities due to the potential for exposure to hazardous substances. Prior to 
commencement of the field activities, Farallon prepared a HASP compliant with the requirements 
of the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 and 8 CCR 3203. Personal protective equipment 
precautions related to COVID-19 also were implemented for field personnel during field activities 
in accordance with Farallon health and safety policy.  

4.1.2 Permitting 
Farallon obtained Water Resources Well Permits dated August 14, 2021 and October 8, 2021, from 
the Alameda County Public Works Agency prior to installing borings at the Site. Copies of the 
permits are provided in Appendix A. 

4.1.3 Underground Utility Clearance 
Prior to commencement of drilling activities, Farallon marked the proposed boring locations at the 
Site and contacted USA North 811 for public utility notice. Farallon also engaged a private utility 
location service to screen all proposed boring locations for utilities. Each boring was initially 
advanced using a hand-auger to a depth of 5.0 feet bgs to further screen for underground utilities.

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4.1.4 Boring Advancement and Soil Sampling 
A total of 26 borings were advanced during the Phase II ESA (Figure 2). With the exception of 
soil vapor pin borings, the borings were advanced to a depth of 5.0 feet bgs using a hand-auger, 
and to the terminus depth using a hydraulic-push drill rig. During boring advancement, soil 
samples were visually inspected and screened by a Farallon Scientist using a photoionization 
detector, and were described and logged using the United Soil Classification System (Modified). 
The field boring logs with soil descriptions are provided in Appendix B.  

Soil samples collected for laboratory analysis were placed into laboratory-supplied glass jars, 
labeled, placed on ice, and transported to the analytical laboratory under standard chain-of-custody 
protocols. Soil samples collected for VOC analysis were preserved using U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) 5030 Methods. Laboratory methodologies are summarized in Table 1. 
Following the completion of sampling, borings were backfilled with neat cement and hydrated 
bentonite. 

4.1.5 Soil Vapor Pin Installation and Sampling 
Farallon installed nine temporary subslab soil vapor pins, selectively co-located with borings at 
locations FSS-1, FSS-4, FSS-7, FSS-11, FSS-13, FSS-14, and FSS-16 through FSS-18 (Figure 2). 
The subslab soil vapor pins were installed using a roto-hammer with a 0.625-inch drill bit to a 
depth of approximately 0.5 foot bgs. A vapor pin was installed at the bottom of the building slab 
into the boring. Soil gas samples were collected in accordance with the Advisory: Active Soil Gas 
Investigations dated July 2015 prepared by the California Environmental Protection Agency et al. 
(2015) (Soil Gas Advisory). Prior to sample collection, a shut-in test was conducted in accordance 
with Section 4.2.1 of the Soil Gas Advisory to test the sampling chain seal. Purging was conducted 
using 6-liter Summa canisters fitted with low-flow valves in accordance with Section 4.2.3 of the 
Soil Gas Advisory. The soil vapor samples were collected into laboratory-batch-certified 1-liter 
Summa canisters fitted with low-flow valves. During sample collection, 1,1-difluoroethane was 
used as a tracer compound, which was applied to rags and set at each sample fitting. Following 
sampling, the vapor pins were removed, and the building foundation was patched with concrete. 

4.1.6 Soil Vapor Probe Installation and Sampling 
Farallon installed eight temporary soil vapor probes at locations FSG-19 through FSG-26 (Figure 
2). Soil gas probe installation was performed in accordance with the Advisory: Active Soil Gas 
Investigations dated July 2015, prepared by the California Environmental Protection Agency et al. 
(Soil Gas Advisory). The probes consisted of an Airstone microporous vapor implant connected 
to 0.25-inch-outside-diameter Nylaflow tubing, finished at the surface with temporary plugs. The 
annulus around the vapor implant was backfilled with approximately 0.5 foot of screen-washed 
No. 3 sand, followed by 6 inches of hydrated granular bentonite to create a seal from the top of the 
sand to near surface. 

Soil gas samples were collected in accordance with the Soil Gas Advisory. Prior to sample 
collection, a shut-in test was conducted in accordance with Section 4.2.1 of the Soil Gas Advisory 
to test the sampling chain seal. Purging was conducted using 6-liter Summa canisters fitted with 
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low-flow valves in accordance with Section 4.2.3 of the Soil Gas Advisory. The soil vapor samples 
were collected into laboratory-batch-certified 1-liter Summa canisters fitted with low-flow valves. 
During sample collection, 1,1-difluoroethane was used as a tracer compound, which was applied 
to rags and set at each sample fitting. Following sampling, the temporary soil vapor probe materials 
were removed, and the borings were backfilled with neat cement and hydrated bentonite. 

4.1.7 Temporary Groundwater Monitoring Well Installation and Reconnaissance 
Groundwater Sampling 

Farallon converted sixteen of the borings (F-1, F-4, F-6 though F-10, F-12, and F-19 through F-
26) into temporary monitoring wells for collection of reconnaissance groundwater samples. 
Insufficient groundwater recharge for sample collection was encountered at boring F-20. Once the 
boring encountered groundwater, 1-inch perforated pipe was placed to the bottom of the borehole 
and the annulus around the pipe was backfilled with No. 3 sand. A peristaltic pump was then used 
to purge and sample groundwater from the temporary well. Samples were collected into 
laboratory-supplied containers, labeled, placed on ice, and transported to the analytical laboratory 
under standard chain-of-custody protocols. Following completion of sampling, the temporary well 
materials were removed, and the borings were backfilled with neat cement and hydrated bentonite, 
with the exception of the borings that were converted into soil vapor probes. The borings that were 
converted into soil vapor probes were backfilled with neat cement grout to a depth of up to 5.5 feet 
bgs and completed as described in Section 4.1.6. 

4.2 SUMMARY OF ANALYTICAL RESULTS 

Analytical results from the Phase II ESA are summarized in Tables 2 through 9. Analytical results 
were compared to San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board (2019) 
Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs) dated 2019. ESLs are conservative regulatory screening 
guidelines for determining whether further evaluation is warranted, and are not considered specific 
regulatory cleanup criteria. The ESLs used in the comparison are shown in Tables 2 through 9. 
Tier 1 ESLs consist of the most-conservative of all scenarios, and apply to unrestricted land use. 
Given the Site’s current and anticipated future commercial/industrial use, commercial/industrial 
ESLs rather than Tier 1 ESLs are the appropriate screening criteria for the Site. Tier 1 ESLs are 
noted in the summary tables for comparison purposes, and are discussed below. Laboratory 
analytical reports are provided in Appendix C. 

4.2.1 Analytical Results for Soil 
Soil analytical results from the Phase II ESA are presented in Tables 2 through 5. Soil analytical 
results are summarized below by laboratory methodology: 

• Total petroleum hydrocarbons, primarily as oil-range hydrocarbons, were detected at 
concentrations exceeding the laboratory reporting limit in the majority of soil samples 
analyzed, but at concentration less than Tier 1 ESLs. 

• VOCs were not detected at concentrations exceeding the laboratory reporting limits.

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• The polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) fluoranthene and pyrene were detected at 
concentrations exceeding the laboratory reporting limit but less than Tier 1 ESLs in one or 
more soil samples. 

• Lead was detected at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL but less than the commercial 
ESL in three soil samples. 

• Nickel was detected at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL but less than the 
commercial ESL in two soil samples. 

• Vanadium was detected at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL but less than the 
commercial ESL in all soil samples. Vanadium is known to occur naturally in California 
soils at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL. 

4.2.2 Analytical Results for Groundwater 
Groundwater analytical results from the Phase II ESA are presented in Tables 6 through 8. 
Groundwater analytical results are summarized below by laboratory methodology: 

• Total petroleum hydrocarbons as oil-range organics were detected at a concentration of 
1,900 micrograms per liter in the reconnaissance groundwater sample collected from 
boring F-8, installed proximate to the former waste-oil UST. No ESLs have been 
established for oil-range organics in groundwater. 

• VOCs were not detected at a concentration exceeding the laboratory reporting limits in 
groundwater samples, with the exception of bromomethane detected in samples collected 
from borings F-21 through F-23 and F-25 and methyl tertiary-butyl ether (MTBE) detected 
in samples collected from borings F-8 through F-10 and F-12. Bromomethane and MTBE 
were detected at concentrations less than the Tier 1 ESLs. MTBE is a known COC 
associated with the east-adjacent Golden Gate Petroleum releases. 

• The PAHs acenaphthene, fluoranthene, and pyrene were detected at concentrations 
exceeding the laboratory reporting limits but less than Tier 1 ESLs in the reconnaissance 
groundwater sample collected from borings F-6 and/or F-12. 

4.2.3 Analytical Results for Soil Gas 
Soil gas analytical results from the Phase II ESA are presented in Table 9. As shown in the table, 
several compounds were detected at concentrations exceeding laboratory reporting limits, which 
is not unusual for a site with a long history of industrial use. The following compounds were 
detected at concentrations exceeding Tier 1 ESLs: 

• Benzene was detected at a concentration of 3.4 micrograms per cubic meter (μg/m3) in 
subslab soil gas sample FSS-11 and at concentrations of 4.7, 3.7, and 9.1 μg/m3 in soil gas 
samples FSG-19-5.0 through FSG-22-5.0, respectively, at a depth of 5 feet bgs, which 
exceed the Tier 1 ESL of 3.2 μg/m3 but are less than the commercial/industrial ESL of 14 
μg/m3. Benzene was detected at concentrations of 21, 25, and 32 μg/m3 in the soil gas 
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samples FSG-23-5.0 through FSG-25-5.0, respectively, at 5 feet bgs, which exceed the Tier 
1 ESL of 3.2 μg/m3 and the commercial/industrial ESL of 14 μg/m3. 

• Bromodichloromethane was detected at a concentration of 2.6 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas 
sample FSS-13, which slightly exceeds the Tier 1 ESL of 2.5 μg/m3 but is less than the 
commercial/industrial ESL of 11 μg/m3.  

• Chloroform was detected at concentrations of 9.3, 6.2, and 8.3 μg/m3 in soil gas samples 
FSG-19-5.0, FSG-20-5.0, and FSG-26-5.0, respectively, at 5 feet bgs, which exceed the 
Tier 1 ESL of 4.1 μg/m3 but are less than the commercial/industrial ESL of 18 μg/m3. 
Chloroform was detected at concentrations of 37 and 50 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas samples 
FSS-13 and FSS-16, respectively, and at 55 and 69 μg/m3 in soil gas samples FSG-21-5.0 
and FSG-25-5.0, respectively, at 5 feet bgs, which exceed the Tier 1 ESL of 4.1 μg/m3 and 
the commercial/industrial ESL of 18 μg/m3. Chloroform is a common by-product of 
chlorinated drinking water and is commonly found proximate to sanitary sewer lines or 
areas where drinking water is discharged. 

• Ethylbenzene was detected at concentrations of 40 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas sample FSS-
14 and at 120 μg/m3 in soil gas sample FSG-25-5.0, at 5 feet bgs, which exceed the Tier 1 
ESL of 37 μg/m3 but are less than the commercial/industrial ESL of 160 μg/m3. 

• Gasoline-range organics were detected at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL in 
subslab soil gas samples FSS-4, FSS-13, FSS-14, and FSS-16. The maximum 
concentration of gasoline-range organics of 11,000 μg/m3 exceeds the Tier 1 ESL of 3,300 
μg/m3 but is less than the commercial/industrial ESL of 83,000 μg/m3. 

• Naphthalene was detected at concentrations exceeding the Tier 1 ESL in soil gas samples 
FSG-22-5.0, FSG-24-5.0, and FSG-25-5.0 at a depth of 5 feet bgs. The maximum 
concentration of naphthalene of 6.5 μg/m3 exceeds the Tier 1 ESL of 2.8 μg/m3 but is less 
than the commercial/industrial ESL of 12 μg/m3. 

• Tetrachloroethene (PCE) was detected at concentrations of 27 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas 
sample FSS-4 and at 35 μg/m3 in soil gas sample FSG-26-5.0 at 5 feet bgs, which exceed the 
Tier 1 ESL of 15 μg/m3 but are less than the commercial/industrial ESL of 67 μg/m3. PCE 
was detected at concentrations of 760 and 2,200 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas samples FSS-17 
and FSS-18, which exceed the Tier 1 ESL of 15 μg/m3 and the commercial/industrial ESL 
of 67 μg/m3.  

• Trichloroethene (TCE) was detected at a concentration of 120 μg/m3 in subslab soil gas 
sample FSS-18, which exceeds the Tier 1 ESL of 16 μg/m3 and the commercial/industrial 
ESL of 100 μg/m3. 

• Vinyl chloride was detected at a concentration of 0.49 μg/m3 in soil gas sample FSG-24-5.0 
at a depth of 5 feet bgs, which slightly exceeds the Tier 1 ESL of 0.32 μg/m3 but is less than 
the commercial/industrial ESL of 5.2 μg/m3.

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5.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

Farallon conducted a Phase II ESA at the Site on August 30 and 31; September 17; and October 
12, 13, and 15, 2021, to investigate recognized environmental conditions identified in the 2021 
Phase I Report. Evidence of releases to Site subsurface media from historical Site use and from 
the east-adjacent Golden Gate Petroleum property was identified. However, with the exception of 
impacts to soil gas, the magnitude of the impact does not appear to adversely affect continued 
commercial/industrial use of the Site, and the relative absence of impact to groundwater suggests 
that releases are isolated to the Site. Additional conclusions are provided below: 

• The detection of oil-range organics in groundwater collected from boring F-8, located 
proximate to the former location of Tank 6, suggests that impact from the UST remains in 
the area. However, it is not practicable to remove under current Site development. Tank 6 
is part of the cleanup action currently being performed by Golden Gate Petroleum; any 
required action would fall to the responsible party. 

• The detection of gasoline-range organics, benzene, and other petroleum VOCs in soil gas 
beneath various locations across the Site is suspected to be related to releases at the adjacent 
Golden Gate Petroleum property. Gasoline-range organics are a minor COC for current 
and historical Site use, but a major COC for the adjacent Golden Gate Petroleum property, 
further supporting the off-Site origin of gasoline-range organics in soil gas. 

• Evidence of a release warranting further action from the oil-water separator (clarifier) in 
the central portion of the 1571 Building was not identified or detected. 

• The detections of PCE and TCE in subslab soil gas samples beneath the 1581 Building 
suggest that a release has occurred at the Site, which should be further investigated and 
evaluated to determine if remedial actions are warranted.  

Farallon recommends preparing a Media Management Plan to govern future earthwork activities, 
and to manage the residual impact identified. Limited soil-removal actions proximate to the former 
location of Tank 6 may be warranted if the Site is redeveloped in the future. The presence of PCE 
beneath the 1581 Building warrants further evaluation and potentially remedial action, if needed, 
to protect current and future Site occupants.

7. Soil Vapor Points shall not be left open for a period of more than 48 hours. All Soil Vapor Points left open more than 48

hours will be in Violation and subject to a fine of $250.00. All Soil Vapor Points boreholes shall be backfilled according to

permit destruction requirements and all concrete material and asphalt material shall be to Caltrans Spec or County/City

Codes.  No All Soil Vapor Points boreholes shall be left in a manner to act as a conduit at any time.

8. Prior to any drilling activities onto any public right-of-ways, it shall be the applicants responsibilities to contact and

coordinate a Underground Service Alert (USA), obtain encroachment permit(s), excavation permit(s) or any other permits

required for that City or to the County and follow all City or County Ordinances.  It shall also be the applicants

responsibilities to provide to the Cities or to Alameda County a Traffic Safety Plan for any lane closures or detours

planned.  No work shall begin until all the permits and requirements have been approved or obtained. Provide copies of

all approved permits obtained to County inspector prior to starting drilling.

9. Permit is valid only for the purpose specified herein.  No changes in construction procedures, as described on this

permit application.  Boreholes shall not be converted to monitoring wells, without a permit application process.

10. All well destruction work requires inspection by ACPWA; therefore, all the drilling work activities must be coordinated

with ACPWA at a minimum of five working days prior to the start of any field work.  An ACPWA inspector needs to be

present during all well destruction field work activities.  Except for special circumstances, all work that requires inspection

must be performed during the work hours of 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except holidays.
